improving our collection.

Your Museum

We now have in excess of 66,000 individual items recorded in our inventories, from film to documents, models to

mannequins in uniform, posters, bags, and the personal histories of people who made a career with Australia’s best
airline.

You can imagine that with our limited space we have had to be innovative so that we can display as much as
possible yet maintain interest in the manner of the display so that it does not end up like an “Op shop”.
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There are model aircraft hanging from the roof, and a set of five display shelves (saved from the tip) and
benches divided to accommodate our catering equipment, model aircraft that we assessed but never mtroduced
(Boeing 727-300 DC10 L1011 F28 Trident and Caravelle), engineering apprentice photographs from 1954 and
a special section under development identifying our role in the development of the RFDS services.

Once completed we hope to be able to offer other memorabilia creations in digital form that will identify locations,
people, and events as our film stocks continue to grow and increase our pictorial history.

A recent visit by both foreign and local airline personal gained praise for our collection and amazement at the early
history that we have been able to recover and restore, and now place on display.

A special thanks must go to the volunteers for without them this would all be lost.
